Janet presented the Treasurer report for the period of 4/1/08 – 4/14/08.  The beginning was $52,898, receipts of $2,192, disbursements of $2,810 leaving an ending balance of $52,280.

Janet then spoke about the proposed budget amendments. Michelle Chaiken made a motion to amend the budget as presented.  A vote by the general membership was taken and the motion passed.
Janet then presented the proposed interim budget for the period of 6/01/08-8/31/08. Patty Griffith made a motion to approve the interim budget as presented.  A vote was taken by the general membership.  Motion passed.

Lisa Kerr – Parliamentarian
Lisa discussed the change to the by-laws to reflect the new fiscal year of 7/1 – 6/30.  The current by-laws have a fiscal year of 6/1-5/31.
Michelle Chaiken made a motion to change the By-laws to reflect the fiscal year of 7/1-6/30.  A vote was taken by the general membership.  Motion passed.
